Read 1 John 5:13-15. See also John 20:31.

Why do you suppose this first generation of believers needed the
reassurance John gives them in verse 13?

In verses 14 and 15, John writes that we can have confidence in
approaching God in prayer IF what?

To what degree are you a praying Christian? Do you approach God
with confidence, or is something holding you back? Share what may
be holding you back with your group. Pray through what might be
keeping you from seeking God confidently.

Read 1 John 5: 16-17.

These are difficult verses! How should we pray for those who sin?

What might be the sin that leads to death? See also Mark 3:22-30.
Why do the very fears of those who worry about having committed
this sin prove that they have not done it?

Are you praying that God will give life to others? What is your prayer
strategy? |Is there a technique or prayer prompt that you've found
helpful? A book we can’t recommend enough is James Banks’ Prayer
for Prodigals — a good resource if you are praying for prodigals in
your life.

Read 1 John 5:18-20.

Paraphrase verse 18 for yourself. Is it a confirmation and
encouragement of the way you are living, a gentle reminder to “get
with it” or a shocking wake-up call?

Verse 19 sets up a battlefield, but verse 18 gives us armor. Read
also James 1:13-18. How can we have confidence and reassurance
in Christ in the midst of a world under the control of the evil one?

1 John 5:21 seems almost like an afterthought, but obviously, John
thought it was important enough to let it be the final thought of his
letter. Since John doesn’t elaborate further, what are your
thoughts?

How are the idols of the 21st century similar to or different from
the idols of the first century?

What are common “idols” people struggle with today? What are
your idols? How do these things take your focus off of God and His
plan and purpose for your life?

Is there anything else in these passages, other ones, from Sunday’s
service—or in your own life—that you feel the Holy Spirit is leading
you to share with the group?

Have you had any “God sightings” (experiences when you directly
see God at work) lately in your life? Spend time praying together,
thanking God for these ways He has revealed Himself, and asking
Him to continue His transforming work in our lives.
